SESSION TITLE:


SHADOW ART

SUBJECT:
ART

GRADE:
6

VERSE: Psalm 139:14b…Marvelous are thy works; and that my soul knoweth right well.

BIBLICAL TOPIC: God the Designer of Creation

OBJECTIVES:


At the end of this session, the students will become more aware of the designs of the Creator.  They will combine many random designs into one composition; to see and use textures in nature.

__________


Have the students practice doing some line drawings.  Help them to become familiar with “textures”, what textures are, and why they are different.


With a partner, have the students find a different place where a bush or plant makes a pleasing shadow pattern.  Lay paper on a clip board under the shadow and trace the shadow.  Don’t have them try to make it look like the plant… just have them find a section that makes a pleasing design.  Have them trace all of the inside lines that they can find.


Remove the paper from the shadow and have them darken some of the lines to make a well balanced abstract design, with various odd-shaped sections.


Remove the paper from the clip board.  Find areas of interesting texture on bark, leaves, rocks, etc.  One person should hold the paper while the other uses the side of a crayon or lead pencil to make a rubbing of the texture to fill one section of the outline.


Each section of the abstract design should be filled in with a different texture.


When each student has finished their design, gather into a circle and compare the works of art noting that no two are alike.  God’s creation often works the miracle of having similarities in basic designs, of which no two are ever alike.
Can you name some things in the creation, of which no two are ever exactly alike?



Example:  fingerprints, snow flake, children, trees, etc.

SESSION TITLE:  

    WHAT DO YOU SEE?

SUBJECT:  ART

VERSE: Ephesians 2:10  For we are his workmanship created in Christ Jesus unto good works, which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them.

BIBLICAL CONCEPT:  Man needs to have a personal relationship with God.

GRADE:  5

OBJECTIVE:


To help students learn about the variety and similarity of patterns in the Created order.

Give the students a few minutes to explore a small given area to find an object that they particularly care for (i.e., an old dead limb, a piece of moss, a dead leaf, etc.)


Have them look at their own object and see if they can find a picture of anything in it (like finding pictures in the clouds.)


When they see a picture in their object, have them draw their picture on paper and color it.


On a separate sheet of paper, have the students write a story that goes with their picture, possibly explaining what is happening in their picture with or about a  story about the character in their picture.


Conclude with the explanation that God sees us a work, or a story in progress.  He knows that we will not be a perfect story… because of sin, and that is why Jesus Christ came to save us… so that out story might be made complete by joining Him in heaven one day.  God has completed a perfect story for all of those who are forgiven through the finished work of Jesus Christ.
