
GUIDELINES FOR EVENING ACTIVITIES AND RECREATIONAL OPTIONS


In a resident program of 2 to 5 days there are 1 to 4 nights that will need to be programmed by GTOE and your school personnel.


During the one evening, GTOE staff will provide a 1½ hour program of organized activities from 7 to 8:30 or 8:30 to 10 pm.  The remaining evening hours and other evening of the resident program are planned and supervised by the teachers and students.

EVENING

1. Generally dinner is over by 6 pm.  From 6-7pm may be considered free time or used as the school desires.  Students may be in several different locations but must be supervised at all times.  Consider using the Canteen from 6-7 pm on Monday or Wednesday.

2. During one evening, GTOE staff can provide a 1 ½  hour activity period from 7-8:30 or 8:30 – 10pm.  Activities during this time usually consist of “Nature Learning Games”, “Outdoors at Night”, “Wagon Rides”, “Birds of Prey”, “Observing the Night Sky”, “Endangered Species Clue”, or other arrangements.  “Outdoors at Night” is limited to early darkness during late fall and early spring.  “The Nature Learning Games” program may be outside in early fall and late spring or inside when raining or early nightfall.  “Endangered Species Clue” is a new evening game for schools in 2000-2001.

3. Schools are free to plan activities prior to and after the GTOE led activity program.
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
