
GUIDELINES FOR MEALTIMES


Please review these guidelines with your students and chaperones at school prior to arrival.  We plan Meal Orientation prior to your first meal.

1.  Meal orientations are given prior to the first meal, usually lunch, and sometimes dinner.

2. The orientation may be given in the dining hall, Canteen, or outside main doors depending on weather and the size of your group. 

3. Meal times, unless otherwise scheduled, are as follows:

Breakfast  8:15 – 8:45
Lunch  12:30 – 1:00

Dinner 5:30 - 6:00

4. Enter the food service area only when the door is open.  A menu for the week will be posted on the bulletin board near the dining room door.



5. Meals are served buffet-style, in two lines, with a self-serve beverage center.

6. Stay single-file in line . . . do not pass each other in line. 

7. You may take all you want of most items, but please eat all you take.  You may return for additional helpings.  Return to the food service area by way of the double doors toward beverage center for seconds only after all groups are through the line.

8. Shoes are required in the dining room.  Leave coats and hats on hangers at entrance of dining hall.  No students are allowed in the kitchen area.

9. Pick up your beverages on the way to the dining room.  Two glass sizes are available.

10. Sugar and sweetener packets are for dining room use only.

11. Each group has color-coded tables.  Continue to use only your color-coded tables throughout your stay.  Tables seat 6 – 8  persons.

12. Use conversational voices so that other groups can fellowship during meals.

13. When you are finished with your meal, return your entire tray to the Dish Return Window area near kitchen doors.  Then return to your table until dismissed.  

14. When a group is dismissed, please put chairs under the dining room table.

15. Dining room and beverage-center are open ONLY during meal times.

16. Rest rooms are located  downstairs at the dining room and may be used during meal times.

17. Leave through one of the doors marked EXIT and never through the kitchen.
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
