
SCHOOL PLANNED EVENING ACTIVITIES

1. GTOE staff is not available for more than one (1) evening of a school’s residency program.  GTOE staff may be able to lead a second evening for a school in residency 5 days.  Staff availability and number of schools in residency at the same time will determine evening schedules.  There is some flexibility.

2. Depending on the amount of daylight, a number of evening activities using GTOE outdoor facilities and equipment are available to the school group.  These options are available during free times:

· Frisbee-golf





· Yard games (school planned)

· Scavenger hunt (school planned)

· Volleyball

· Basketball

· Soccer

3. There are some after-dark and/or inclement weather options available as well.  The recreation in the basement of the dining hall contains:

· Pool table   

· Fooseball  

· Ping pong (balls $.25 ea.)

· TV w/ videos

4. Shopping at the Canteen should be planned for 6-7 pm on the last evening, but this activity has to be coordinated with other schools and Canteen management.

5. Attending the Canteen should be planned for 8-9pm on the second evening.

6. The school needs to plan  some other evening activities that build group unity and interaction.  Some of these possibilities are:

· Journaling (bring notebooks)

· A trip mural project (bring art supplies)

· A group scrapbook (bring supplies)

· Skits

· A campfire and singing (bring guitar)

· Creative writing

· Table games, puzzles (we have many)

· Small group games (Pictionary, for example)

· Scavenger hunt

· Evening Bible study or devotions

· Other . . .
